Cost per period

Cost for one child:
180 Euros per period, for participation in one or two periods

Cost for siblings:
170 Euros per period, for the second child and each additional one

The additional cost for morning and/or afternoon care is 20 Euros per period.

In the case of participation on individual days and not the entire period, the cost per day is
60 Euros per child.

All the above prices include VAT, accident insurance for each child, activity materials, as
well as meals, regardless of whether the service is used.
